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Spring Clean-Up Day 
 
Our annual Spring Clean-Up on 
Saturday, April 17, coincided with Earth 
Weekend; facilities across LBL 
presented programs and messages 
about respecting our environment.  
Turkey Bay Staff and visitors tackled 
some important projects including 
securing fence posts and rails at Turkey 
Trot, repairing fencing at the wildlife 
ponds, downed tree removal, and litter 
pickup.  Eighteen individuals 
participated in the event and donated 
146 hours of service.  The Forest 
Service and Turkey Bay Staff wish to 
thank all who donated their valuable 
time to help out, especially those from 
Itsajeep.org and Bluegrass4x4.org. 
 

Numbers Are Up! 
  
Although Turkey Bay trails have been 
designated for several years, and LBL’s 
Motorized Vehicle Use Map (MVUM) 
has been available since 2008, 
measures are still being taken to 
improve the accuracy of trail maps. 

 
As of November, crews have completed 
numbering the trails to coincide with the 
MVUM.  Each designated trail had a 
specific number assigned to it, but until 
now these numbers weren’t visible on 
the trails themselves.  This project has 
been a Forest Service goal since 2005 
when the Travel Management Rule went 
into effect.   
 
Ultimately, the objective is to update the 
trail map to reflect each trail number and 
trail color, i.e. yellow, orange, or blue.  
These numbers will help visitors 
navigate better, aid staff, EMS, or Law 
Enforcement responding to accidents, 
and save time during search and 
rescues.  Be sure to check out the 
numbering scheme the next time you’re 
in Turkey Bay or view the 2010 MVUM 
at www.lbl.org for more information.

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Restoration Efforts 
 
To promote a more sustainable trail 
system, hillside restoration efforts 
continue in Turkey Bay.  The next round 
of hillside restoration work is scheduled 
to begin in May near Point 2.  The 
objective of current restoration projects 
is watershed improvement.  All work 
sites are located in Turner Hollow 
Watershed, a threatened watershed that 
encompasses 1,233 acres of Turkey 
Bay.   
 
This project works toward meeting the 
goals of LBL’s Land and Resource 
Management Plan, which says that over 
ten years, at least two watersheds must 
be improved by one condition class.  
This goal will promote the long-term 
sustainability of the trail system and 
ensure future riding opportunities. 
Efforts are being funded through the 
Forest Service Region 8 Legacy Roads 
and Trails Remediation Initiative. 

 
TREAD Lightly! 

 
In early March, Forest Service 
employees, state recreation program 
managers, and various non-profit 
organization personnel from around the 
nation paid a visit to LBL as part of an 
annual outdoor ethics workshop.  The 
group travelled to many different 
facilities at LBL to discuss recreation 
niches, interpretive messages, and 
everyday operations.  One aspect of the 
weeklong workshop was a formal 
TREAD Lightly! “Tread Trainer” program 
offered at Lake Barkley State Resort 
Park.   
 
Several Jeepers who frequent Turkey 
Bay, along with Turkey Bay staff 
attended the 8-hour training and are 

now certified to present the material to 
others.  This valuable tool will be 
essential in educating new Turkey Bay 
users and ensuring the long-term 
sustainability of OHV recreation on 
public land.  Many thanks to Rick 
Holeman and Bob Byrum who 
volunteered their time to complete the 
course.   
 
TREAD Lightly! is a non-profit 
educational organization dedicated to 
protecting recreational access in the 
outdoors through ethics, education, and 
stewardship.  Since 1990, TREAD 
Lightly! has educated the public and 
spread the message of responsible and 
ethical recreation practices.  TREAD 
Lightly! provides the educational 
materials, programs, and training 
needed to help the majority of recreation 
users learn how to recreate responsibly.
