LBL Trail Rules

1. For your safety, all hikers are requested to register at either the North or South Welcome Station or the Golden Pond Visi
Center.

2. Low impact camping/hiking/biking techniques should be followed at all times. Stay on the trail, even through wts hetas,
prevent soil erosion. All garbage must be packed out.

3. Campfires are permitted in previously used spots except during periods of high fire danger. Only dead or down mategials may
used for fuel. The fire should be attended at all times angledaty extinguished before departure.

4. Horses and mountain bikeare allowed on designated trails only. Motor vehicles are strictly prohibited except for approved
organized events.

5. Respect the Resouideave plants and flowers for others to enjoyd do not harass the wildlife!

6. Firearms are strictly prohibited except during established LBL gun hunting seasons by legally licensed hunters with permits.

7. Pets must be on a leash of 6' or less and under physical control at alRespsect other ess
